* Before use, always visually check that the blades, blade bolts and cutting mechanisms are not worn
or damaged. Replace worn or damaged blades and bolts in sets to maintain balance. Use only original
spare parts.

» Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are
less likely to cause problems and are easier to manage. A properly maintained lawnmower with sharp
and unused blades ensures a clean cut and no clogging.

» On multi-blade machines, remember that turning one blade can cause other blades to turn.

» Never use the machine with damaged guards or without safety devices in place.

+ Do not place hands or feet near or under rotating parts.

« All drivers must seek and receive professional and practical training. Such training should empha-
size:

- the need for attention and concentration when working with riding machines;

- you cannot use the brake to regain control of the machine moving on a slope

» The main causes of loss of control are:

- insufficient traction of the wheels;

- speeding;

- poor braking;

- ignorance of the influence of ground conditions, especially slopes;

- incorrect attachment and load distribution.

 Always wear safety shoes and long pants while mowing. Do not operate the machine when you are
barefoot or wearing open shoes.

+ Before starting the engine, release the blades and shift to neutral.

« Switch off the blades before crossing surfaces other than grass or when they are not in use.

» The mower must not be operated without the grass catcher or self-closing guard in place. Beware of
the discharge opening at all times.

» Beware of the discharge deck and do not point it at anyone.

* Always keep the grass discharge opening clean. Only remove the cut material when the machine is
stopped.

Be careful when towing loads or using heavy equipment:

- use only approved towing points;

- limit loads to those you can safely control;

- do not turn sharply. Be careful when reversing;

- use counterweight(s) or wheel weights when recommended in the owner’s manual.

* Do not carry passengers. The machine is intended for use by one person only.

* Always look down and back before and during reversing maneuvers. Keep an eye out for large and
small obstacles.

* Do not leave the equipment unattended in the workplace.

» Do not use the machine with damaged safety devices or screens or with missing, modified or
disabled safety systems. Do not operate a damaged, incomplete or modified machine without the
manufacturer’s permission.

» Do not modify or work on engine speed control seals. Do not change the engine governor settings or
overspeed the engine. Running the engine at excessive speed can increase the risk of injury.

* Replace defective silencers.

* Release the blades, stop the engine, remove the ignition key and wait until all moving parts have
come to a complete stop:

- before cleaning blockages or unclogging the collector channel;

- before cleaning, checking or servicing the machine;

- after hitting a foreign object. Check the machine for damage and carry out repairs before restarting
and operating the machine;

- if the machine starts to vibrate abnormally (immediately check for causes).

- whenever the machine is unattended

» Stop the engine and release the blades:

- before refueling;

- before removing the grass container.

WORKPLACE SAFETY

» Never mow while people, especially children, or pets are nearby.

« Carefully inspect the area where the equipment will be used and remove all objects such as stones,
toys, sticks and wires that could be thrown by the machine from the work area.

» Beware of traffic when working near or crossing a road.

* Be careful when using the mower near curbs, ditches or banks. The machine can suddenly tip over if
the wheel is over the edge of a rock or ditch, or if the edge falls away.

* Do not use the engine in an enclosed space where dangerous carbon monoxide can collect.

» Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

* Avoid operating the equipment on damp or even wet grass where possible. Only mow dry grass.

Too long or wet grass causes the engine to block and overload. To avoid raising dust, mow the grass
best when it is dry but the soil is still moist. Dust causes contamination of the air filter and this leads to
higher fuel consumption. Due to lack of maintenance, the engine can be damaged.

* Never use the machine when it is raining or when there is a risk of lightning strike.

IMPORTANT BATTERY SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Read all instructions carefully and keep them in a safe place for future reference.

* This battery is a chemical source of electrical energy. Contains chemical compounds (caustics) that
may cause injury or damage to property or the environment. Handle batteries with care.

» The charged battery is always ready to supply electric current, even in undesirable situations! Re-
member that even a partially charged battery can cause a short circuit that can damage the battery or
worse, cause an explosion or fire.

» Use only batteries recommended by the manufacturer. Incorrect batteries can damage the battery
and even the device where they are installed. In this case, the warranty expires.

» Do not connect the positive pole and negative pole of the battery with any metal objects. The battery
may be short-circuited, causing damage to the battery and possibly causing severe burns or fire.

» Charge the battery only with the chargers designed for this type of battery.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE CHARGER

CAUTION! Do not start the engine while the battery is charging.

CAUTION! Risk of electric shock.

Before each use, check the charger, cable and plug. In case you find any damage, do not use the
charger.

» Read all instructions and warning labels on the charger and battery case.

» Do not expose the charger to rain, snow or moisture. Water ingress into the charger increases the
risk of electric shock.

* To reduce the risk of damage to the plug and cord, disconnect from the outlet by pulling on the plug,
not the cord.

» Make sure the cable is positioned so that it will not be stepped on, tripped over, or otherwise dam-
aged or strained.

* Do not use the charger on flammable surfaces (eg paper, textiles, etc.) or surroundings. Heating of
the charger during the charging process may pose a fire hazard.

» Do not place any objects on top of the charger or on any surface that could block the vents and
cause excessive internal heat. Place the charger away from heat sources.

UNPACKING

« Carefully remove the product from the box.

* Carefully inspect all parts. If any part is damaged or missing, contact your dealer or authorized
service center.

* Do not throw away the packaging materials until you have carefully examined them to make sure
they are not part of the product.

* Parts of the packaging (plastic bags, paper clips, etc.) cannot remain within the reach of children,
they could be a source of danger. Do not allow children to play with plastic bags, foil or small parts.
Danger of swallowing or suffocation!

» Disposal must be carried out in accordance with the regulations in force in the country where the
equipment is installed.

» Make sure that bags and containers made of plastic material are not thrown freely into the environ-
ment because they pollute it.

« If you have any doubts, do not use the machine, but have it checked at an authorized service center.
» The machine is shipped partially disassembled and packed in a metal crate to protect it during trans-
portation.

» Remove the screws and nuts connecting the upper cassette to the base.

» The operation is performed by two people. Lift the upper steel bar to release the machine .

* Release the machine from the metal fasteners that hold the four wheels to the base.

CC To prevent damage to the deck and blade and blade, move them to their maximum height during
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travel down the main platform. Be very careful when performing this delicate unpacking operation.

This product requires assembly. The device must be properly assembled before use.

INSTALLATION

Due to storage and transportation, some machine components are not installed at the factory and
must be assembled after unpacking.

Unpacking and completing assembly must be done on a level and stable surface with enough space to
handle the machine and its packaging, always using the appropriate tools.

Follow the instructions below.

FITTING THE STEERING WHEEL

Place the machine on a flat surface and straighten the front wheels.
- Install steering wheel shaft (1)

,- Tap in elastic cylindrical pin (2),

- Install casing (3), casing base (4),

- Align steering wheel (5) on steering wheel shaft

- Place flat washer (6) and spring washer (7) and tighten bolt (8).
Steering wheel turns the front wheels.

FITTING THE SEAT
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Fit the seat (1) onto the plate (2) using the screws (3)

FITTING THE GRASS-CATCHER

1. Insert the straw box support rod (1) into the straw box frame (2) using a rubber hammer
2.Tap the support rod to install it in place.

3.Fix the connecting rod (3) to the support rod

Fasten the buckle (4) to the support rod (1) in turn.

CONNECTING THE BATTERY

1.Put the battery upright in the battery compartment under the seat.

2. Secure the terminal of the red line to the positive terminal of the battery.
3. Fix the black wire to the negative pole of the battery.

4. Put the battery down in the battery compartment

Never start the engine until the battery is fully charged!
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CLUTCH / BRAKE PEDAL
It has a double function: during the first part of its travel it acts as a clutch, engaging and disengaging
drive to the wheels, and in the second part it works the brake.

Do not keep the pedal half way of clutch engagement or disengagement, as this can cause overheat-
ing and damage the transmission belt When the machine is in movement, keep your foot off the pedal.

PARKING BRAKE LEVER

This lever stops the machine from moving when it has been parked.
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There are two positions:

T «A» = Brake off

(®) «B» = Brake engaged

—The brake is engaged by pressing the pedal right down and moving the lever to
position «B». When you take your foot off the pedal it will be blocked by the lever
in the down position.

- To disengage the parking brake, press the pedal.The lever will return to position
«A».

SPEED CHANGE LEVER

This lever has six positions for the four forward gears, the neutral position «N»,
and reverse «R».To change gear press the pedal halfway down and move the
lever as per the indications on the label.

Reverse must be engaged when the machine has stopped.

CUTTING HEIGHT ADJUSTING LEVER

There are five positions for this lever, shown as
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«1» to «5» on the plate, which correspond to various

cutting heights from 3.5 to 7.5 cm.

- To go from one position to another,

move the lever sideways and put it back in one of the stop notches

KEY IGNITION SWITCH
This key operated control has three positions:

{O) everything is switched off;

{(—» activates all parts;

((.)) engages the starter

On being released at the «<START» position, the key will automatically return
to «ON».

ABRUPT STOP AWITCH

This switch controls the pulling in and out of the electromagnetic clutch

A: When the emergency stop switch is lifted, the electromagnetic clutch is put ON.
To make it powered ON, the key switch (4.6) must be in the ON position.
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“B” : When the emergency stop switch is pressed, the electromagnetic clutch is
disconnected and the blade stops rotating.

PRELIMINARY OPERATIONS BEFORE STARTING WORK

These controls ensure that the work gives the best results and is done in maxi-
mum safety.

Seat adjustment

Adjust the seat by sliding it along the bracket slots.

1. Loosen the four screws (1);
2. once you have found the right position, securely tighten screws.

Tire pressure

Having the correct tire pressure is essential for ensuring that the cutting deck is
perfectly horizontal and thus mows evenly.

1. Unscrew the valve caps;

2. Connect a compressed air line with a gauge to the valves and adjust the pres-
sure to the indicated values.

3. Screw the valve caps back on.

BEFORE YOU START

For your safety and to maximize the life of your equipment, it is very important to check the condition
of the motor before operation.

Always check the following items before starting the engine:

1. Fuel level.
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2. Oil level.

3. Air and oil filter (check oil level).

4. Full control: Make sure there are no leaks, find loose or damaged parts.

5. Check the motor driven by the equipment:

-The state of charge of the battery (if equipped).

-Check the safety and efficiency of the machine - make sure the safety systems are in
good working condition by simulating the working conditions. Check that the security devices
function as described. Check that the brake is in perfect working order.

- Tire pressure

-Checking the mower mechanism

WARNING! Before starting the engine, remove any identified potential problems or
contact their service technician to do so. Improper engine maintenance or

failure to repair identified defects before starting the engine may cause damage
engine, which could result in serious injury or death.

FUEL

* THE ENGINE IS CERTIFIED FOR UNLEADED PETROL - NATURAL 95 (SUPER 95).

* Use clean, fresh, commercial grade unleaded fuel;

» The machine is equipped with a four-stroke engine and must run exclusively on pure gasoline WITH-
OUT oil!

WARNING! Gasoline is highly flammable and explosive. You may get a serious burn or injury while
working.

REFUELING

WARNING! Turn off the engine. Never remove the fuel cap or add fuel when the engine is running or
hot. After stopping the engine, wait at least 15 minutes for the engine to cool down.

CAUTION! Never refuel in a room.

» Do not smoke or use an open flame while charging.

» Make sure you are away from heat, sparks and flames.

« If gasoline is spilled, do not start the engine. Clean up spilled gasoline immediately. Move the ma-
chine away from the spilled area and wait for the fuel vapors to dissipate to avoid the possibility of a
fire.

* Do not use gasoline containing ethanol. Do not mix oil with gasoline. To protect the engine, we rec-
ommend using a fuel stabilizer that is available at gas stations.

* Ensure that water and dirt do not enter the fuel tank.

* Fuel must not be older than 14 days.

Il Note: Fuel can damage paint and some types of plastics. When topping up the fuel tank, be careful
not to spill gasoline. Damage caused by fuel spillage is not covered by the warranty.

ADDING FUEL

1. Open the driver’s seat or remove the engine cover.

2. Remove the fuel tank cap .

3. Refill with funnel .

4. Fill the fuel tank to no more than 1 cm below the bottom of the filler neck.
5. Don't overfill. Wipe up spilled fuel before starting the engine.

6. Close the fuel tank cap.

7. Fold the seat to the working position or close the engine cover.

MOTOR OIL
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Note: This engine is supplied without oil, be sure to put oil in the engine before starting.
Use only under the recommended types of oil.

RECOMMENDED OIL

Use a four-stroke engine oil that meets or exceeds the performance class requirements of the SF, SG,
SH API classification or their equivalent.

For general year-round use, we recommend SAE 10W-30 4T.

For general winter use, SAE 5W-40, 5W-40 is recommended.

Select an SAE grade of oil viscosity to match the temperature conditions of the place of use.

DO NOT MIX OILS!

OIL LEVEL CHECK

CAUTION! Check the oil level only when the engine is cold.

1. Place the engine on a level surface. Check the oil level with the engine stopped and cooled.

2. For better access to the filler hole, open the engine cover.

3. Remove the cap / oil dipstick and wipe it.

4. Insert the oil cap/dipstick into the oil filler neck until it stops, but do not screw it in. Now look at the
oil level on the dipstick .

5. If the oil level is near or below the lower limit mark on the dipstick, remove the cap / dipstick and fill
with the recommended engine oil between the upper and lower marks. Don’t overfill.

6. Replace the cap / dipstick and close the engine cover.

HIGH ALTITUDE

* At high altitude, the standard carburetor air-fuel mixture will be extremely rich.

Performance will decrease and fuel consumption will increase.

+ High altitude performance can be improved by installing a smaller fuel jet diameter in the carburetor.
If you always operate the machine at an altitude above 1600 m, please ask

Your authorized dealer to install high altitude.

* This machine will not perform well at high altitudes without proper adjustment. Contact an authorized
service center for setup information.

ELECTRICAL REQUIREMENTS - BATTERY CHARGER

* Never use at rated voltage other than 230V / 50Hz. El. network must be protected accordingly. Do
not attempt to operate or use the appliances at any other voltage. This voltage is higher than the safe
voltage. Be careful when working and handling cables.

» Connect only to an electrical circuit that is protected by a surge protector with a tripping current not
greater than 30mA.

DEVICES FOR CONTROL AND MANAGEMENT
IMPORTANT: Basic and introductory training to operate the machine.

STEERING WHEEL
Turn the front wheels.

BRAKE PEDAL / CLUTCH

This pedal has a dual BRAKE / CLUTCH function When the machine is in motion, do not keep your
foot on the pedal. Do not hold the pedal at half range when engaging or disengaging the clutch, as this
can cause overheating and damage the drive belt.

BRAKE

When the machine is moving, press the pedal quickly to slow down or stop the machine. The brake
works on the rear wheels.
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HANDBRAKE

Only when the machine is stopped.

1. hold down the pedal

2. raise the handbrake fully press the pedal

3. release the pedal

In this way, the rear wheels remain static. To release the parking brake, fully depress the pedal
(the parking brake lever is released automatically and returns to the down position).

COUPLER

The same brake pedal, at the top of its stroke, acts as a clutch pedal for machine movement.

When the pedal is released, the clutch is fully closed and transmits motion to the wheels. The speed
depends on which gear is engaged.

MOTION CONTROL AND SPEED CHANGE REGULATION

Selects the forward / reverse movement of the machine

This lever has 6 positions corresponding to 5 forward gears 1-2-3-4-5, and reverse gear ‘R’.

To shift from one gear to another, in the middle of the travel range, press the brake / clutch pedal and
move the lever to the desired position.

C AUTION! Engage reverse gear only when the machine is stopped.

C AUTION! Before engaging reverse gear, turn off blade rotation.

DECK LEVER UP / DOWN

Raises or lowers the blade deck and thus adjusts the cutting height of the grass. Squeeze the lever for
adjustment in the direction of the wheel by moving up or down to the selected lift height.

KNIFE ROTATION LEVER

starts or stops rotation
blade on / blade off

If the lever is engaged without observing the safety conditions, the engine shuts down if it is running,
or cannot be started.
At the same time, a brake is activated, which stops their rotation within a few seconds.

IGNITION KEY

The key control has three positions:

“START” - connects the starter motor

“ON” - activates all parts

“STOP” - everything is turned off

If you release the «START» button, it will automatically return to «ON.

THROTTLE LEVER

This regulates the engine speed. The positions are indicated on a plate with the following symbols:
“I-I” - THROTTLE («CHOKEY) - cold start

“II” - SLOW - for minimum engine speed

“” - FAST («FAST») - for maximum engine speed

» The «CHOKE» position enriches the mixture, so it should only be used for the time required for a
cold start.

» When moving from one area to another, place the lever in the position between «SLOW» and
«FAST».

» When cutting, switch to «<FAST».
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HOW TO USE THE MACHINE

SAFETY RECOMMENDATIONS

DANGER! The machine must only be used for the purposes for which it was designed (cutting and
collecting grass). Using the machine in any other way is considered “improper use” which will void
the warranty, release the manufacturer from all liability and the user will be responsible for any and all
damage or injury to himself or others. Examples of misuse may include, but are not limited to:

- transport of people, children or animals on the machine or on a trailer;

- loads for pulling or pushing;

- using the machine for moving on unstable, slippery, icy, stony, rough, swampy soils and puddles that
do not allow assessment of the consistency of the ground;

- using the machine to collect leaves or waste;

- use of blades on surfaces other than grass

DANGER! Do not modify or remove the safety devices installed on the machine. REMEMBER THAT
THE USER IS ALWAYS RESPONSIBLE FOR INJURY AND INJURY TO OTHERS.

Before using the machine:

- read the general safety rules, paying special attention to driving and cutting on a slope;

- carefully read the instructions for use, familiarize yourself with the controls and how to quickly stop
the blade and the motor.

- never put your hands or feet near or under rotating parts and always keep away from the discharge
opening.

DANGER! Do not use the machine when you are in a precarious state of health or under the influence
of drugs or other substances that may reduce your reflex actions and your ability to concentrate. It

is the responsibility of the user to assess the potential risk to the area where the work will be carried
out and to take all necessary steps to ensure their own safety and the safety of others, especially on
slopes or rough, slippery and unstable terrain. , Do not leave the machine parked in tall grass with the
engine running to avoid the risk of fire. Always slow down when changing direction, especially on tight
turns.

WARNING! This machine must not be used on slopes greater than 10° / 17%.

« Carefully read the general safety rules, paying special attention to driving and cutting slopes.

« Carefully read the operating instructions, make sure you are familiar with the controls and know how
to quickly stop the blades and engine.

» Never put your hands or feet near or under rotating parts and always keep away from the outlet.

* Do not use the machine when you are in a precarious state of health or under the influence of drugs
or other substances that may reduce your reflex actions and your ability to concentrate.

« It is the responsibility of the user to assess the potential risk to the area where the work is to be
carried out and to take all necessary precautions to ensure their own safety and the safety of others,
especially on slopes or rough, slippery and unstable terrain.,

* Do not leave the machine on tall grass with the engine running to avoid the risk of fire.

PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT

Safety devices work in two ways:

- prevent the engine from starting if all safety requirements are not met;
- they stop the engine if even one of the safety requirements is missing.
a) To start the engine, it is necessary:

- the transmission must be in “neutral” position;

- the shoulder blades are not released;

- the operator is seated or the handbrake is on.

b) The engine stops when:

- the operator leaves his seat when the blade is released;

- the operator leaves his seat with the gear engaged;

- the grass catcher is raised without stopping the blade;
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- the blade is activated without the grass catcher in place;
- the handbrake is on without the blade being off;
- gear shifting is activated with the parking brake on.

INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE STARTING WORK

Before you start mowing, it is necessary to carry out several checks and operations to ensure that you
can work efficiently and with maximum safety.

Do not start mowing if the blades vibrate or you are not sure if they are sharp enough. Always remem-
ber that:

- A poorly sharpened blade pulls the grass and causes the grass to turn yellow.

- Alloose blade causes unwanted vibrations and can be dangerous.

Do not use the machine if you are not sure whether it is working safely or effectively. If in doubt, con-
tact your dealer immediately to carry out the necessary checks and repairs.

USE OF THE MACHINE

START UP
WARNING! The engine must be started in an open or well-ventilated room!

ALWAYS REMEMBER THAT THE BURNT GASES ARE TOXIC!

WARNING! Carbon monoxide gas is toxic. Breathing it in can cause unconsciousness and even Kkill
you.

Avoid any areas or activities that expose you to carbon monoxide.

TO START THE ENGINE:

1. Sit on the seat and press the brake pedal down.

2. Shift the transmission into neutral («N»).

3. Release the knives.

4. When starting cold, move the throttle to the « CHOKE» position shown on the label, if the engine is
already warm, put the lever between «SLOW» and «FAST».

5. Electric start: insert the ignition key and turn to «ON» to make electrical contact, then turn to
«START» to start the engine.

Release the key after the engine has started.

6. Manual start: Grasp the starter handle and gently pull the starter handle until it starts to tighten,
then pull up quickly and hard. Return the starter handle slowly to the cable guide bolt after starting the
engine.

Do not allow the starter handle to drop back onto the engine. Replace it carefully to prevent damage
to the starter motor.

CAUTION! A quick pull on the starter cord (recoil) will pull your hand toward the engine faster than you
can let go. This can lead to broken bones, fractures, bruises and sprains.

7. After the machine has run for a few seconds, move the throttle to «FAST».

IMPORTANT! The throttle should be closed as soon as possible. Using it when the engine is already
warm can damage the spark plugs and cause the engine to run rough.

Note: If there are problems starting the engine, do not overdo it, as you risk dropping the battery and
overloading the engine. Turn the key to «<STOP», wait a few seconds and then repeat the operation. If
the malfunction persists, contact an authorized service center.

IMPORTANT! Always keep in mind that the safety devices prevent the engine from starting if the safe-
ty requirements are not met. In these cases, once the situation has been corrected, the key must first
be turned back to “STOP” before the engine can be restarted again.

STARTING AND DRIVING WITHOUT MOWING

This machine is not approved for use on public roads. Must be used (as specified by the Highway
Code) in private areas closed to traffic.

When moving the machine, the blades must be switched off and the cutting deck raised as high as
possible

1. Set the throttle between «SLOW» and «FAST».
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2. Release the parking brake.

3. Press down on the pedal. Place the gearshift lever in 1st gear.

4. Release the pedal gradually to start the movement.

CAUTION! The pedal must be released gradually, as sudden application may cause the vehicle to roll
over and cause loss of control.

5. To change gear, the clutch must always be used by depressing the pedal.

CAUTION! Do not release the pedal suddenly or start moving in a higher gear. This can cause over-
loading and loss of vehicle control.

STOPPING

1. First slow down the machine by reducing the engine speed.

2. Push the pedal down to reduce the speed further until the machine stops.
3. Move the gear shift speed to neutral «N» to allow smooth movement.

REVERSE

IMPORTANT! Reverse gear should only be engaged when the machine has stopped moving.

1. Press the brake pedal down.

2. When the machine has stopped, put it in reverse by moving the lever sideways to the «R» position.
3. Gradually release the pedal to engage the clutch and then begin to reverse.

CUTTING GRASS

The machine is not designed for heavy work or for mowing large amounts of grass.

The blade is clamped using a clutch. To avoid damage or premature wear of the friction elements,
strictly observe the following instructions.

WARNING! DANGER: Do not touch the rotating blades. Knives are sharp, there is danger

from serious injury. Wait for the blade and all moving parts to stop before touching them. The blade will
continue to rotate for some time after the engine is turned off or the blade control is turned off.

» The grass area is clear of debris. Make sure the grass is clear of stones, sticks, wire or other foreign
objects that may be accidentally thrown from the mower or wrapped around the rotating parts. This
can cause serious injury to the operator and others, as well as damage to property and surrounding
objects.

» Check that the grass attachment is correctly positioned.

* Move the throttle to «<FAST».

« Put the cutting unit in the highest position before switching on the blade.

* Avoid engaging the blade on stony ground or when the grass is very tall.

» On particularly sloping surfaces, operate with a higher cutting height to prevent the blade from strik-
ing surface irregularities, resulting in damage to the blade and mechanical parts.

* Release the paddle and move the deck to maximum height every time you go over an obstacle or
hump.

» When adjusting the cutting height and speed of the machine, be careful not to overload the machine.
* For trouble-free use, the cutting height and travel speed must be adapted to the height and density of
the grass to be cut

* In case of stalling and engine speed drop, engage a lower gear and further raise the blade deck.
When cutting on a slope, reduce the forward speed to ensure safe conditions.

» Use 3rd gear only when moving the machine from one area to another.

EMPTYING THE GRASS COLLECTOR

If the cut grass remains on the ground, it means the grass bag is full: Do not let the grass bag become
too full, as this can block the collection channel.

NOTE: This operation can only be performed with the blades off, otherwise the engine will stop.

. Release the knives.

. Move to the grass emptying and storage area.

. Reduce engine speed.

. Press the brake pedal to stop the machine.

. Go into neutral (N) and stop the machine from moving forward.

. Apply the parking brake if you are on an incline.

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7. Grasp the rear handle and tilt the bin to empty it .
8. Close the grass catcher so that it hangs on the thumb.

UNBLOCK COLLECTION CHANNEL

WARNING! This operation must always be carried out with the engine off and the ignition key re-
moved.

Cutting very tall or wet grass, especially at too high a speed, can clog the collection chute. If this
happens, do the following:

1. Stop moving forward, disengage the blades and stop the engine.

2. Remove the grass catcher.

3. Remove the pieces of grass; you can reach them from the header outlet.

END OF MOWING
When you have finished mowing, turn off the blades, reduce the engine speed and drive the machine
with the blades raised as high as possible.

END OF WORK

Stop the machine, move the throttle to «<SLOW» and turn off the engine by turning the key to «STOP».
CAUTION! Always remove the ignition key before leaving the machine unattended!

IMPORTANT! To keep the battery charged do not leave the key in the «ON» position,

when the engine is not running.

» Manual start - move the gas lever to «OFF».

Always make sure that the throttle level is in the «OFF» position before leaving the machine unattend-
ed!

LAWN MAINTENANCE

* Do not attempt to mow through unusually tall dry or wet grass (e.g. pasture) or piles of dry leaves.
Debris can build up on the deck of the mower or come into contact with the engine exhaust, posing a
potential fire hazard.

» Do not cut wet grass. For efficient mowing, do not cut wet grass because it sticks to the underside of
the deck, preventing the grass clippings from cutting properly.

+ To maintain a green, soft and attractive lawn, it must be mowed regularly without damaging the
grass.

Turf can consist of different types of grass. If the grass is cut frequently, the grass and roots grow
more vigorously, forming a firm grass bed. If the grass is cut less often, taller grass and weeds start to
grow (plus daisies and clovers, etc.).

« It is always better to cut the grass when it is dry.

* Blades must be in good condition and well sharpened so that the grass is cut straight without fraying
the edges which can cause wetting leading to yellowing of the edges.

» The engine must be running at full (operating) speed to ensure a sharp cut of the grass and to obtain
the necessary thrust to push the clippings through the collector chute.

* The frequency of mowing should be in relation to the growth rate of the grass. The grass should not
be allowed to grow too much between cuts .

* During hot and dry periods, the grass should be cut a little higher to prevent the soil from drying out.
* The best grass height on a well maintained lawn is approx. 4-5 cm. In one cut, you do not need

to remove more than a third of the total height. If the grass is very tall, it should be cut twice in a
twenty-four hour period - the first time when the blades are at maximum height, possibly reducing the
cutting width, and the second time at the desired height.

» The appearance of the grass will improve if you alternate cutting in both directions .

« If the collector system tends to become blocked with grass, you should reduce the forward speed as
it may be too high for the condition of the grass. If the problem persists, the likely causes are poorly
sharpened blades or deformed wings.

* Be very careful when mowing near bushes or curbs, as these can disturb the horizontal position of
the mower and damage its edge and the blades.

The operating hours of the mower may be regulated by specific national or local laws.

USING THE MACHINE ON INCLINED TERRAIN

* When mowing lawns on a slope, observe the specified maximum slopes of 10°/ 17% .

» Lawns on slopes should be mowed up and down and never parallel to them.

» When changing direction, be careful that the wheels that are facing uphill do not hit any obstacles
(such as stones, branches, roots, etc.) that could cause it to slide sideways, roll over, or lose control.
CAUTION! REDUCE YOUR SPEED BEFORE ANY CHANGE IN TRAFFIC WHEN

YOU ARE ON AN INCLINE, and always apply the parking brake before leaving the machine stationary
and unattended.

Start moving very carefully on sloping terrain to prevent the risk of tipping over. Reduce your driving
speed before starting on an incline, especially when going downhill.

CAUTION! Never use reverse gear to reduce speed down a slope: this can cause you to lose control
of the machine, especially on slippery terrain.

SUPPORT

Good maintenance is essential for safe, economical and trouble-free operation.

WARNING! Improper maintenance or lack of repair of a given malfunction before

operation or use of non-compliant replacement components may result in a malfunction in which you
may be seriously injured or killed.

CAUTION! DANGER - Before performing any checks, cleaning and maintenance on the machine and
before unblocking the grass discharge pipe, stop the engine, remove the ignition key and follow the
instructions in the manual.

* To help you properly care for your engine, the following pages include a maintenance schedule,
routine inspection procedures, and simple maintenance procedures using basic hand tools.

Other more difficult service tasks, or those requiring special tools, should be performed by an autho-
rized service center.

» The maintenance schedule applies under normal operating conditions. If you operate your engine un-
der severe conditions, such as prolonged high load or high temperature operation, or when operating
in unusually wet or dusty conditions, consult your service dealer for recommendations applicable to
your individual needs and use.

(1) Service more often when used in dusty places.

(2) Change the engine oil more frequently when it is used under heavy load or in high ambient tem-
peratures.

MACHINE MAINTENANCE

« Careful management and regular cleaning ensure that the machine remains functional and efficient
for a long time.

» Keep the machine in good condition, if necessary, replace the warning and instruction labels on the
machine.

» Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to ensure that the equipment is in safe working condition.

* Regularly check the blade for damage.

* Always ensure that the ventilation openings are kept clear of dirt.

» Check the grass catcher frequently for wear or deterioration.

* Replace worn or damaged safety parts. Use only original spare parts.

* To reduce the risk of fire, keep the engine, muffler, battery compartment and fuel storage area free of
grass, leaves or excessive grease.

CLEANING THE MACHINE

CAUTION! Do not hose down the engine. Water can damage the engine or cause contamination
the fuel system.

1. Allow the engine to cool before cleaning to prevent burns when handling it.

2. After use, clean the outside of the machine, empty the grass catcher and shake it to remove grass
and other debris.

3. After each use, clean the precision device to remove any grass residue or debris.

Regularly remove grass and dirt from the blade. Clean below the deck by tilting the machine so the
spark plug is always up.

4. Clean the surface of the machine and the motor cover with a dry cloth. Clean the hood of the ma-
chine, especially the ventilation holes.

5. Do not let the handles get dirty with oil or grease. Clean the handle with a damp cloth washed in
soapy water.

6. Do not use solvents or gasoline! Doing so may cause irreparable damage to the product. Plastic
parts can be corroded by chemicals.

7. Clean the wheels, accumulated grass can change the cutting height.

8. If any part of the machine is cleaned with water or a damp cloth, etc., it must be completely dry.
The metal parts must then be relubricated against corrosion with a suitable protective oil. Make sure
that water does not leak into the internal parts of the machine.
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9. If the machine is connected to a garden hose, it is possible to wash this part with water. After that,
the entire washed part of the machine and the places where the water is sprayed during cleaning must
be completely dried and lubricated against corrosion with a suitable protective oil.

IMPORTANT! Never use washing hoses or harsh cleaning agents for

body or engine cleaning!

10. Potential damage to parts caused by corrosion cannot be assessed as a manufacturing or material
defect.

11. The grass bag can be cleaned with a strong stream of water.

In any case, do not wash with water the parts of the machine that are not intended for this.

12. Always empty the grass catcher and do not leave containers full of grass clippings indoors.

Never use aggressive cleaning agents or solvents.

Do not allow debris and dry grass clippings to accumulate on the top of the mower to maintain maxi-
mum levels of machine efficiency and safety.

CONNECTING THE WATER HOSE

After each use, clean the precision device to remove any grass residue or debris.

Wear safety glasses and keep people or animals away when cleaning the machine.

1. Place the machine on a straight hard surface outside.

2. Insert the grass bag.

3. Connect the flexible water hose to the connection to the black deck and turn on the water supply.
4. Sit in the seat and engage the parking brake, move the shift lever to neutral (N). Move the blade
deck to minimum level (full down).

5. Start the engine and let the blade spin for a few minutes.

6. Turn off the engine and turn off the water supply.

7. Remove the grass catcher, empty it and rinse it, then place it where it can dry quickly.

To clean the top of the cutting machine:

1. Lower the cutting mechanism completely (position «1»)..

2. Blow a stream of compressed air to remove the grass debris.

LEVELING THE CUTTING DECK

 The cutting machine must be properly adjusted to obtain a good cut.

« If the cut is uneven, check the tire pressure.

« If this is not enough to achieve an even cut, please contact

authorized service center to adjust the alignment of the cutting machine.

TIRE PRESSURE
Regularly check the tire pressure, keeping it within the specified values (see Specifications).

WHEELS CHANGE

Stop the machine on a level surface and place a block under the frame support on the side where the
wheel is to be replaced. The wheels are held by a ring and a washer, which can be released with a
screwdriver.

Note: If you need to replace one or both rear wheels, make sure they are the same diameter and
check that the cutting mechanism is horizontal to prevent uneven cutting.

IMPORTANT! Before reinstalling the wheel, apply grease to the axle. Put the ring and retaining washer
back in place.

TIRE REPLACEMENT AND REPAIR

All flat tire repairs or replacements must be performed by a tire repair expert in accordance with the
methods for the type of tire being used.

Use only certain tire sizes (see Specifications).

FUSE CHANGE

The machine is equipped with a fuse . When it thunders, the machine stops, so in this case.
1. Open the engine cover.

2. Remove the fuse and replace the fuse with another one of the same capacity.
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The fuse capacity is indicated on the fuse. The fuse should not

replace with another one that has a different capacity. If you can’t find the reasons for
disconnection, consult an authorized service center.

3. Close the engine cover.

BATTERY MAINTENANCE

* The battery must be maintained carefully to ensure a long life.

» The machine’s battery must always be charged: before using the machine for

first time after purchase; before leaving the machine for a long period of time; before

run the machine when it has not been used for a long period.

« Carefully read and follow the battery charging instructions. Failure to follow the instructions or charge
the battery may damage the batteries.

» A dropped battery should be charged as soon as possible.

* Replace the battery initially every 12 months, preferably before the start of the new season.
IMPORTANT! Recharging should be done using a DC battery charger. Other charging systems may
irreversibly damage the battery.

WARNING! Explosive and toxic fumes are released during battery charging. Charge the BG battery in
a well-ventilated area. DO NOT SMOKE AND KEEP AWAY FROM OPEN FLAMES AND SPARKS.
IMPORTANT! Never start the engine until the battery is fully charged! Make sure the key is in the OFF
position.

» The machine is supplied with a recharging connector , close to the battery, to be connected to the
connector for the special battery charger , supplied (if included) or on request.

* This connector should only be used to connect to support charger.

» The charger is limited to charging only the charge-regulated lead-acid battery.

» Never use this charger for other types of batteries such as alkaline, lithium, carbon zinc or other
types not specified.

* The charging device should only be used under normal indoor conditions, not exposed to moisture,
rain or high temperature.

* Place the charger on a hard, flat surface.

» Never use a power cord and transformer other than those originally supplied with the charger.

» Rechargeable batteries can become hot during charging (especially when high charging current is
selected).

» Unplug the charger from the power source when not in use.

CHARGER SIGNALING
» Charging continues - light is red.
» The battery is fully charged - the light is green.

DISASSEMBLY, SHARPENING AND BALANCING OF THE BLADE

WARNING! Be sure to disconnect and ground the spark plug wire before working on the cutting disc
to prevent accidental starting of the engine. Protect hands with thick gloves or a rag to grip the cutting
blades.

CC All operations on the blade (disassembly, sharpening, balancing, reassembly and / or replacement)
require some knowledge and special tools. For safety reasons, go to a specialist center if you do not
have the necessary tools or experience.

1. Check that the blade is properly sharpened and firmly fixed to the clamp. A poorly sharpened blade
pulls the grass and causes the grass to turn yellow. A loose blade causes abnormal vibrations and can
be dangerous.

2. To remove the blade, hold it firmly while wearing thick gloves and unscrew the central screw in the
direction of the arrow .

Sharpen both cutting edges using a medium grinding wheel and check the balance using a balance
knife.

We recommend that the blade be professionally sharpened and balanced at an authorized service
center.

CAUTION! Always replace a damaged blade; never try to fix it!t ALWAYS USE THE MANUFACTUR-
ER’S BLADE BEARING REPLACEMENT GUIDE.
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When re-installing the blade, always follow the sequence shown, making sure that the wings of the
blade are facing the inside of the cutter and that the concave part of the spring cup is pressed against
the blade.

Tighten the fixing screw using a torque wrench. The screw is tightened to the force described in the
specifications. If the knife separates when disassembling the blade, make sure the wedge is firmly in
its proper position.

CAUTION! Machine damage can be caused by operating the machine with an unbalanced blade.

ENGINE MAINTENANCE

ENGINE MAINTENANCE PRECAUTIONS

» Make sure the engine is turned off before starting any maintenance or repair. This will eliminate
several potential hazards:

-Carbon monoxide poisoning from engine exhaust - make sure there is adequate ventilation when
working on the engine.

- Burns from hot parts - allow engine and exhaust system to cool before touching.

- Injury from moving parts.

*» Read the instructions before starting the engine.

* To reduce the possibility of fire or explosion, be careful when handling gasoline. To clean parts, use
only non-flammable solvent, not gasoline. Keep cigarettes, sparks and flames away from all fuel-relat-
ed parts.

* Remember that an authorized service dealer of our company knows your engine best and is fully
equipped for its maintenance and repair. To ensure the best quality and reliability, use only new origi-
nal parts for repairs and replacements.

OIL CHANGE

It is recommended to ask an authorized service center for an oil change.

Drain the engine oil when the engine is warm. Warm oil drains quickly and completely.

Caution: Do not drain the oil when the engine is running!

1. Disconnect the spark plug wire and keep it away from the spark plug.

2. Place a suitable container next to the engine to catch the used oil.

3. Remove the cap / oil dipstick .

4. Remove the drain bolt and allow the used oil to drain completely into the container.

5. For an engine without a drain plug, we recommend using an oil extraction pump . Keep the engine
where the spark plug is in the up position.

Please dispose of used motor oil in an environmentally friendly manner. We recommend that you take
the used oil in a sealed container to your local recycling center or reclamation service. Do not throw it
in the trash or pour it on the ground or down the drain.

6. Reinstall the drain bolt. With the engine in the aligned position, fill to the upper limit of the dipstick
with the recommended oil.

CAUTION! Running the engine at a low oil level can cause engine damage.

7. Refit the oil cap / dipstick.

CAUTION! Wash your hands with soap and water after handling used oil.

AIR FILTER

A dirty air filter will restrict air flow to the carburetor and cause poor engine performance. Check the air
filter every time the engine is running. You will need to clean the air filter more often if you work in very
dusty areas.

CAUTION! Running the engine without an air filter or with a damaged air filter will allow dirt to enter
the engine, causing rapid engine wear. This type of damage is not covered by the warranty.

AIR FILTER INSPECTION AND CLEANING - SLOPED FILTER WITH PREFILTER

The air filter should be serviced (cleaned) after 25 hours of normal operation. Service more often when
operating the machine in extremely dusty areas.

1. Release the air filter cover.

2. Remove the air filter cover. Be careful not to get dirt and debris into the base of the air filter.

3. Remove the pre-filter and the air filter from the air filter base.
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4. Check the air filter elements. Clean the dirty elements.

5. To loosen debris, gently tap the filter on a hard surface or blow compressed air through the filter
from the inside out. Never try to brush the dirt, the brush will turn the dirt into the fibers. If the filter is
excessively dirty, replace with a new filter.

6. The pre-filter is washed with liquid detergent and water. Then let it dry well. Do not pre-lubricate the
filter.

7. Reinstall the filters.

8. Close the cover and tighten it.

Note: Replace the filter if it is torn, damaged or cannot be cleaned.

SPARK PLUG

For best results, replace the spark plug every 100 hours. Use only the recommended spark plug that is
the correct heat-up temperature for normal engine operating temperature. To find the current recom-
mended spark plug types, please contact an authorized service center.

CAUTION! If the engine is running, the muffler and spark plug will be very hot. Be careful not to touch
these parts.

Note: Incorrect spark plugs can cause engine damage.

For good performance, the spark plug must be properly gapped between the electrode and free of
deposits.

1. Remove the cap from the spark plug and remove dirt from the spark plug area.

2. Use the spark plug wrench to remove the spark plug .

3. Check the spark plug. Replace it if it is damaged, heavily soiled, if the sealing washer is in poor condition,
or if the electrode is worn.

4. Measure the electrode gap with a suitable tool . The correct distance is specified in the specifications. If
adjustment is required, adjust the gap by gently bending the side electrode.

5. Install the spark plug carefully, by hand, to avoid overtightening.

6. Once the spark plug is in place, tighten with a suitable spark plug wrench to compress the washer.

7. When installing a new spark plug, tighten 1/2 turn after the spark plug presses against the washer.

8. When reinstalling the original spark plug, tighten 1/8 - 1/4 turn to allow the spark plug to press against the
washer.

Il Note: A loose spark plug can get hot and damage the engine. Over-tightening the spark plug can damage
the threads in the cylinder head.

9. Attach the spark plug cap to the spark plug.

MUFFLER AND SPARK ARRESTER

CAUTION! Running engines produce heat. Engine parts, especially the exhaust, get extremely hot. Contact
may cause severe thermal burns. Combustible waste, such as leaves, grass, brush, etc. They can catch fire.
* Allow muffler, engine cylinder and fins to cool before touching.

» Remove accumulated debris from the muffler area and cylinder area.

* Contact the OEM dealer to obtain a spark arrester designed for the exhaust system installed on this
engine.

Remove accumulated debris from the muffler area and cylinder area. Inspect the muffler for cracks, corro-
sion, or other damage. Remove the spark arrestor, if present, and check for damage or carbon blockage. If
damage is found, install spare parts before operation.

CAUTION! Replacement parts must be of the same type and installed in the same position as the original
parts. Other parts may malfunction, damage the device, and cause injury.

CARBONATE SEDIMENTS
It is recommended to remove carbon deposits from the cylinder, piston top and valves every 100 - 300 oper-
ating hours at an authorized service center.

FUEL SYSTEM

Attention: Replacement parts of the fuel system (plugs, hoses, tanks, filters, etc.) must be the same as the
original ones, otherwise there is a risk of fire.

* Regularly check the condition of the fuel hoses.
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* Replace the fuel hose every 2 years. If fuel leaks from the fuel hose, replace the fuel hose immediately.

REMOVING POLLUTION

Every day or before each use, the accumulated dirt is removed from the engine. Keep bars, springs and
controls clean. Remove flammable debris from the muffler.

CAUTION! Never clean the engine with water. Water can enter the fuel system. Use a dry cleaning brush or
rag.

Caution: The engine and its parts must be kept clean to avoid overheating and ignition of the dirty layer.

FUEL TANK AND CARBURETOR DRAIN

CAUTION! Gasoline is highly flammable and explosive, and you can be burned or seriously injured when
handling fuel.

» Stop the engine, allow it to cool completely and keep away from heat, sparks and flames.

* Charge outdoors only.

* Wipe up spills immediately.

1. Place a suitable petrol container under the carburettor and use a funnel to avoid fuel spillage.

2. Remove the drain bolt , then move the fuel valve lever to the ON position (if equipped).

3. After all the fuel has drained into the container, reinstall the drain bolt and washer . Tighten the drain bolt
securely.

ENGINE SETTINGS

CC NOTE: Do not change the rated engine speed in any way (carburetor side or governor side).

Your engine is tuned at the factory and failure to comply with engine homologation can be dangerous for
your safety and the safety of others. If the engine settings are changed in any way, the warranty will be void.

CAUTION! Malfunctions that cannot be rectified using this table can be rectified by an authorized
service center.

Do not undertake complex repair work if you do not have the necessary equipment or technical knowl-
edge.

The warranty is automatically voided and the manufacturer is not responsible if the repair is done
incorrectly.

STORAGE

CAUTION! Before storing the machine, the engine must be completely cooled.

 Never store equipment with gasoline in the tank in a building where vapors can reach an open flame
or spark.

* Allow engine to cool before storing in any case.

» Replace worn or damaged safety parts. Use only original spare parts

« If the fuel tank is to be drained, it must be done outdoors.

GUIDELINES FOR STORAGE OF YOUR ENGINE
CAUTION! Never store the engine near stoves, heaters with control lights, and other devices that can
produce sparks.

PREPARATION FOR STORAGE

Proper storage preparation is essential to keeping your engine running smoothly and looking good.
The following steps will help prevent rust and corrosion from degrading the function and appearance of
your engine and make it easier to start the engine when you use it again.

CLEANING

If the engine is running, let it cool for at least half an hour before cleaning. Clean all exterior surfaces,
touch up any damaged paint, and cover other areas that may rust with a light coating of oil.

Note: Using a garden hose or pressure washing equipment can force water into the air filter opening or
muffler. Water in the air filter will soak the air filter, and water that passes through the air filter or muffler
can enter the cylinder, causing damage.
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« If your engine will be stored with gasoline in the fuel tank and carburetor, it is important to reduce
the risk of gasoline vapor ignition. Choose a well-ventilated storage area away from any appliance
that uses a flame, such as a furnace, water heater or clothes dryer.

« Also avoid any area with an electric motor creating a spark or where power tools are used.

« If possible, avoid storage areas with high humidity as this leads to rust and corrosion.

« If there is gasoline in the tank, leave the fuel valve in the OFF position.

» Keep the motor level when storing. Tilting can cause fuel or oil to leak.

* When the engine and exhaust system have cooled, cover the engine to keep dust out. A hot engine
and exhaust system can ignite or melt some materials.

* Do not use plastic as a cover. A non-porous casing will trap moisture around the engine, leading to
rust and corrosion.

ADDING GASOLINE STABILIZER TO EXTEND SHELF LIFE

ON THE FUEL

To protect the engine, use a fuel stabilizer that is available at gas stations.

When adding gasoline stabilizer, fill the fuel tank with fresh gasoline. If it is only partially full, air in the
tank will increase fuel deterioration during storage. If you keep a tank of gasoline for refueling, make
sure it contains only fresh gasoline.

1. Add gasoline stabilizer following the manufacturer’s instructions.

2. After adding gasoline stabilizer, run the engine outdoors for 10 minutes to ensure that the treated
gasoline has replaced the raw gasoline in the carburetor.

OUT OF SEASON STORAGE

If your engine will be stored with gasoline in the fuel tank and carburetor, the gasoline will oxidize
and deteriorate. Old gasoline will cause rough starting and leave bottom deposits that clog the

fuel system. If the gasoline in the engine deteriorates during storage, the carburetor and other fuel
system components may need to be serviced or replaced. Fuel should not be in the engine for more
than 14 days. Leaving it there longer can cause engine damage, such damage is not covered under
warranty. Adding a fuel stabilizer to gasoline can extend the life of the fuel.

The following steps should be taken to prepare the machine for storage.

1. Empty the fuel tank with a suction pump after the last job of the season.

WARNING! Do not drain gasoline in closed rooms, in close proximity to open flames, etc. Don’t
smoke! Gasoline fumes can cause an explosion or fire.

2. Start the engine and let it run until it uses up all the remaining gasoline and fumes.

3. Remove the spark plug. Use oil to fill approx. 20 ml of the recommended engine oil in the combus-
tion chamber. Operate the starter to distribute the oil evenly in the combustion chamber. Replace the
spark plug.

4. Replace the spark plug.

5. Return the engine oil.

REMOVAL FROM STORAGE

Inspect your engine as described in the PRE-OPERATION INSPECTION section of this manual.

If fuel is drained during preparation for storage, fill the tank with fresh gasoline. If you keep a tank of
gasoline for refueling, make sure it contains only fresh gasoline. Gasoline oxidizes and deteriorates
over time, leading to hard starting and clogs.

If the cylinder has been coated with oil during preparation for storage, the engine will smoke for a
short time when starting. This is normal.

FUEL STORAGE

« Store gasoline only in a special container, otherwise there is a risk of fuel contamination.

» Never store the engine near stoves, ovens, boilers with control lights and other devices that can
cause sparks.

« If you use contaminated gasoline, there is a risk of engine mis-starting or damage.

« Store a minimum amount of fuel that you can use for up to 14 days. Do not use fuel older than 14
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days.

DEVICE-SPECIFIC STORAGE INSTRUCTIONS

1. Store the machine in a dry, clean and frost-protected place, inaccessible to unauthorized persons.
2. Cover the unit with a suitable protective covering that does not retain moisture. Do not use plastic
like

cover. A non-porous cover will trap moisture around the mower, promoting rust and corrosion.

3. Keep the machine in good condition, if necessary, replace the warning and instruction labels on the
machine.

4. Clean and maintain the machine before storage. Improper troubleshooting before operation can
cause a malfunction that could seriously injure or kill you.

5. Carefully remove any bits of dry grass and excess grease that may have collected around the en-
gine, muffler, battery or fuel tank to prevent them from igniting the next time you use the machine!

6. After each use, carefully clean the machine parts and accessories (see Maintenance and Cleaning
Instructions). This will prevent mold from forming.

7. When the machine is stored or left unattended, lower the blades.

Note: During storage, measures must be taken to protect the equipment from corrosion. Using a light
oil or silicone, coat the equipment, especially all metal parts and all moving parts.

BATTERY STORAGE

*» The batteries are stored in a dry and dust-free room, protected from frost, at an ambient temperature
ranging preferably from + 10 ° C to + 20 ° C.

» Charge the battery before storing it. Store the battery in a dry, dark and thermally stable environment.
» Do not store the battery in direct sunlight.

*» Do not store or use the battery in places where the temperature may reach or exceed 50° C (such as
outdoor sheds or metal buildings in summer).

» When the battery is not in use, keep it away from other metal objects such as paper clips, coins,
keys, nails, screws or other small metal objects that may connect from one terminal to another. Short-
ing the battery terminals may cause burns or fire.

* In case of long-term storage, we recommend that you disassemble or at least disconnect the battery.
* In case of long-term storage, we recommend charging the battery every 3 months.

* Replace the battery with a new one every 12 months, preferably before the start of the new season.

» Keep the battery away from unauthorized persons.

TRANSPORT

This machine is not approved for use on public roads. Must be used (as specified by the Highway
Code) in private areas closed to traffic.

When moving the machine, the blades must be switched off and the cutting deck raised as high as
possible.

» Switch off the blades before crossing surfaces other than grass.

* Be sure not to bend or damage the cutting tool when driving the mower over obstacles.

* For longer distances, use a vehicle with loading ramps.

» Push the machine by hand and with the gear lever in neutral.

* Do not lift with cables.

TRANSPORTATION ON A TRAILER

CAUTION! The handbrake is not sufficient to lock the machine during transport. Make sure
ensure that the machine is securely attached to the vehicle.

CAUTION! Allow the engine to cool before transporting the machine.

CAUTION! The fuel tank must be empty. Spilled fuel or fuel vapors can

to catch fire.

1. Empty the fuel tank before transporting the machine.

2. Empty the fuel tank with a suction pump. Start the engine and let it run until it uses up all the re-
maining gasoline and fumes.

3. Close the fuel cap securely.

4. Turn the engine key and fuel valve (if equipped) to the off or stop position.
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5. Allow engine to cool before shipping.

6. Be careful not to drop or bump the machine when transporting.

7. Secure the machine firmly in an upright position while transporting.

8. The machine is heavy and can cause serious injury. Use extreme caution when loaded or unloaded
from a vehicle or trailer.

9. Use an approved trailer to transport the machine.

10. At least two approved belts and four chocks must be used to secure the machine to the trailer.
11. Apply the parking brake and fasten the tensioning belts around the stable parts of the machine,
e.g. frame or rear carriage.

12. Secure the machine by tensioning the belts to the rear and front of the trailer respectively.

13. Place wheel blocks in front of and behind the rear wheels.

14. Check and obey local traffic laws before transporting or operating the machine on any road.
15. Be careful not to bump the machine during transport. Do not place objects on the device.

SERVICE AND SPARE PARTS

 Device maintenance must be performed by qualified service personnel,

using only identical spare parts. This will ensure that the safety of the device is supported.

» Whether you need technical advice, repair or original spare parts parts from the factory, contact your
nearest RAIDER service center.

DISPOSAL

* Dispose of your device, accessories and packaging in accordance with environmental protection
requirements at the collection center for recycling.

* This machine does not belong to household waste. Protect the environment and take the device to
designated collection points where it will be collected free of charge. For more information, please con-
tact your local authority or the nearest collection point. lllegal dumping can be punished

according to national regulations.

* Petroleum and oil are hazardous waste. Dispose of them properly. They do not belong in household
waste. Regarding the disposal of oil and fuel, contact the local authorities, the service center or your
dealer.

*» The battery contains toxic substances. Toxic materials must be disposed of in a specific manner

to prevent environmental pollution. Take used batteries to a recycling center. Do not dispose of the
battery with household waste, do not throw into fire or water.

NORMAL WEAR:

Like all mechanical devices, engines need periodic maintenance and replacement of spare parts to
keep them running properly. The warranty does not relate to such repairs where the life cycle of an
engine part has been exhausted under normal operation.

Environmental protection.

In view of environmental protection electrical appliances, additional accessories and packing must be
subject to appropriate processing for reuse of the compound materials.

According the European Guideline 2012/19/EC for Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment and its
implementation into national right, power tools that are no longer usable must be collected separately
and disposed of in an environmentally correct manner.
